Introduction

In the context of promoting cooperation between the Lebanese University in the Lebanese
Republic and University of Isfahan in the Islamic Republic of Iran to bolster scientific, cultural
and educational cooperation,

And in line with their belief in the importance of this cooperation to carry out their
educational and academic missions,

The two parties have agreed to the following:

Article One: The introduction is an integral of this MOC.

Article Two: Cooperation Objectives includes:

Promotion of scientific and cultural cooperation;

Exchange and acceptance of students in Master and Doctoral levels in various
common specializations, particularly in Arabic and Farsi Majors, and Humanities
overall, as per adopted regulations of both universities;

Faculty exchange as per adopted regulations of both universities;

Researcher exchange in literary and scientific topics that have a common interest;
Expertise exchange concerning educational programs;

Promotion of cooperation between libraries and scientific research centers in both
universities;

Exchange of scientific publications and journals; and

Organizing joint scientific conferences, seminars, webinars and meetings.
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Article Three: Financial Issues

Registration fees in one of the two universities are at the charge of the delegated or hosted
student. The student must also provide sufficient funds to cover travel, transportation,
accommodation and other expenses needed to pursue his/her university education.

The delegated or hosted teacher must provide sufficient funds to cover travel, transportation,
accommodation and other expenses needed to complete the academic task appointed to
him/her in the host institution.

The Lebanese University is not liable for any financial expenses upon execution of this MOC.
The University of Isfahan is not liable for any financial expenses upon execution of this MOC.

Article Four: Annexes and Executive Programs

Annexes for this MOC will be signed to describe any joint activity between the two parties.
Executive programs that define the cooperation principles and mechanism will also be put in
place.

Article Five: Cooperation Duration; Provision of Termination, Amendment and Renewal;
and Enforced Laws

This MOC is valid for three years, starting from the date it is signed by the two parties. It can
be renewed or amended in writing and after approval and signature of the two parties.

In case of termination, the party wishing to terminate the MOC must send a written notice to
the other party at least two months before the date of termination. Joint activities between
the two parties remain ongoing until they are over, provided they do not last more than year
from the termination date.

This MOC is governed by laws enforced in the two countries and regulations enforced in the
two universities.

The previous MOC and its annexes signed by the two parties are null and void.

In the context of the Memorandum of Cooperation (MOC) signed upon in 2020 between
University of Isfahan in the Islamic Republic of Iran and the Lebanese University,

The two parties have agreed to carry out the terms of the MOC according to Annex 1

Article One: Number of Students and Teachers

The two parties have set the maximum number of Master students at five (5) in the first year
of the program from each university, in various specializations, particularly in Arabic and Farsi
Literature Majors. A maximum of two (2) teachers from each university are exchanged every
year.

Article Two: Student Selection

The sending university chooses its students and delegates them to the host university
according to the academic standards and terms required by both universities and available
educational programs. Chosen students should be fluent to the language of subjects taught
at the host university.

Article Three: University Fees
Students registered at the host university are exempt of paying university fees after fees have
been paid in the sending university.

Article Four: Accommodation for Hosted Students

Host university provides accommodation for delegated teachers (2 teachers) and hosted
students in its campus (a maximum of 5 students) yearly is available and is free of Charge.
Costs of paper, health insurance and other necessary expenses are handled by the teachers
and students.

Article Five: Executive Programs
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Each of the two universities drafts executive programs when needed for the proper
implementation of the cooperation MOC and its annexes. Each party sends notifications of

the executive programs to its partner.

Article Five: Enforced Regulations

Hosted students and teachers shall abide by laws and regulations enforced in the host

university.

Annex 1 herein and all following annexes signed by the two parties, as well as the related
executive programs, are governed by the regulations of the cooperation MOC signed between

the two parties in 2020.
