o A Transcript of Records will be issued by the receiving institution no later than 5 weeks after the assessment 

period has finished at the receiving HEI.  

o Providing staff with a certificate for the activities completed. It is recommended to issue a certificate towards 

the end of the mobility period.

It is recommended that receiving institutions provide the statistical distribution of grades or make the information available 

through EGRACONS according to the descriptions in the ECTS users’ guide1 2. The table will facilitate the interpretation of each 

grade awarded to students and will facilitate the credit transfer by the sending institution.
